PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD

MINUTES

JULY 21, 2010

Call to Order:
Darnell Moorer called the meeting of the Planning and Zoning Board to order at approximately 7:45 p.m. on Wednesday July 21, 2010.

Roll Call:
Those present were Darnell Moorer, Vice-Chairman, Margarine Harris, Deverick Williams, Don Wright and Cindy Norwood, Secretary. Glenn Mathis was unable to attend the meeting.

Also present was Stephen L. Pearson, Director and Michael W. Tuttle, Deputy Director of the Planning, Building and Zoning Department and  John Parker, City Manager. 

New Business:
Mr. Pearson gave each Board member a copy of the Planning and Zoning Board handbook. Mr. Pearson stated, “The primary function of the Planning and Zoning Board is to recommend to the governing body (Mayor and Council) to approve or disapprove based on their findings after review and consideration of the following: 

· New ordinances pertaining to zoning 

· Subdivisions of commercial and residential property 

· Zoning or re-zoning of parcels of property 

· Conditional uses in various zones, such as commercial activity in a residential zone, such as a home daycare facility. 

For instance: A typical rezoning process

· Applicant submits a rezoning application, pays a non-refundable fee $250.00.  I review the application as it relates to Forest Park’s zoning and development codes and prepare a staff report.  The staff report contains a summary and background of the proposed rezoning and answers State law and City of Forest Park’s twelve (12) zoning amendment factors; i.e. Consistency with the City’s Land Use and Development Plans goals and objectives, traffic safety, impact on the surrounding area, aesthetics, health and safety issues, etc. 

· The subject property is posted with a sign(s) notifying the public of the proposed zoning amendment and depicting meeting dates, times and location of the required public hearings. 

· Legal ad for the required public hearing by the Planning and Zoning Board and Mayor & Council is published in the Clayton News Daily for two (2) consecutive weeks prior to the hearings. 

· Planning and Zoning Board holds a public hearing to consider the petition, staff report, public comment and makes a recommendation to approve/disapprove the petition and forwards that recommendation to Mayor and Council. 

The Mayor and Council holds a second public hearing on a regular meeting night, considers the petition, Planning and Zoning Board recommendation and renders a decision on the rezoning petition.”  
Mr. Parker asked Mr. Pearson to explain the other affiliate Boards to the Planning and Zoning Board. Mr. Pearson and Mr. Tuttle gave a synopsis of the Architectural Design Review Board, Planning and Zoning Appeals Board and the International Property Maintenance Code Board of Appeals.  

Mr. Moorer asked that the Board members study the twelve questions at the front of their handbooks; due to the fact that they will be seen at every meeting and those questions must be answered in order to properly consider any application for a recommendation. 

Election of Officers:
Mr. Moorer opened the floor to nominations for Chairperson of the Planning and Zoning Board. Margarine Harris nominated Darnell Moorer for Chairman. Don Wright seconded the nomination.  

Mr. Moorer opened the floor to nominations for Vice-Chairperson of the Planning and Zoning Board. Don Wright nominated Deverick Williams for Vice-Chairman. Margarine Harris seconded the nomination. 


Mr. Moorer closed the nominations.  Voting on the nominations for Darnell Moorer as Chairman and Deverick Williams as Vice-Chairman was unanimous.
