New Business:
Consider a request by Morris E. Miles for a variance to a required building setback – 

4730 Stillwood Cove 
Chairwoman Cindy Mears asked Steve Pearson to read the Staff Report. Mr. Pearson stated, “At issue, is to consider a request or petition by Morris E. Miles, homeowner, 4730 Stillwood Cove, Forest Park, Ga. 30297, for a variance to a required building setback. The property is further described as Clayton County Tax Identification Number 13046C A010; and lies in Land Lot 46 of the 13th District of Clayton County, Georgia, in the northwest quadrant of the City of Forest Park. The parcel is zoned R-95 Single Family Residential.  Mr. Miles plans to construct a 20’ x 40’ (800 sq. ft.) professionally built garage/accessory building by Better Built Buildings of  Griffin, Ga. in his rear yard.  CFPCO Section 8-8-37 Accessory Use or Structure Restrictions sub paragraph (c) states:

“Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, accessory use or structures shall be permitted only in rear yards and shall be set not less than (10) feet from any property line.”  In the area Mr. Miles wishes to locate the accessory building, the dimension between the existing driveway/turnaround and the (east) rear property line is (26) feet. In order to achieve the proper placement of the front of the proposed building to abut the existing drive, a variance will be required.  The 20’ x 40’ building will require a variance to encroach 4’ 0” into the required (10) feet setback from the (east) or rear yard property line.  This equates to a 40% variance.”  
Chairwoman Mears asked Mr. Miles if he would like to address the Board. 
Mr. Miles congratulated the Board members for their City service. He stated that he once sat in that chair for twelve years and enjoyed it very much.  Mr. Miles stated that he owns a lot that is very awkward, the lot is about 150’ in depth and there is only about 50’ between the house and the property line due to the position the house had to be in order to fit on the lot. In order to put a garage in he would have to have 20’ and would not have enough for the offset.  The lot is pie shaped and the builder wants to move the garage a little to the north and if he does that there will be only one point of the building that will be less than 10’, the rest will be more than 10’.  One edge will be short 4’. His backyard is about 30’ x 60’.  There is nothing sitting on the land that he proposes to sit this garage on.  He needs something to house his expensive vehicles, to get them out of the jet fuel.   Mr. Miles then thanked the Planning, Building and Zoning Dept. for their service. 
Chairwoman Mears asked if there were any questions. There were none. There was also no one present to speak against or for the variance other than Mr. Miles. 

Carol Lindsey made the motion to approve the variance. The motion was seconded by Malcolm Winters. Voting on the motion was unanimous.
