Glenn Mathis made a motion to have the minutes of the July 12, 2006 meeting show the correction as Mr. Moorer stated. David Rashmir seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.

NEW BUSINESS:
Montega Apartments – Subdivision


Final Plat for the subdivision of a (1) lot – 9.071 acre parcel into (2) parcels. (Old Dixie Hwy.)
Ms. Martin asked Mr. Pearson to read the Staff Report. Mr. Pearson stated, “The purpose of the meeting tonight is to review a final plat for the subdivision of (1) lot, a 9.071 acre parcel into (2) parcels being Phase I, which is currently a developed RM-85 Multi-Family Residential zoned 6.170 acres and Phase II, which is currently an undeveloped RM-85 Multi-Family Residential zoned 2.900 acre parcel. This tract lies in Land Lot 52 of the 13th District of Clayton County, Georgia.  The applicant/owner, represented by the law firm of Slutzky, Wolfe and Baily, LLP, Attorney Brad P. Wolfe has submitted this petition under CFPCO Section 8-7-13(f) Short-Cut Method; which allows a subdivider (developer) to submit an application for final plat approval without submitting a preliminary plat, provided that; 

1.
each lot in the proposed subdivision abuts an existing public street;

2.
the proposed subdivision will not effect any major alterations of utility installations, or other existing or proposed public facilities; and 

3.
the application for final plat approval meets all the applicable procedural, design and other requirements of these regulations 

The final plat for this subdivision meets the requirements of CFPCO Section 8-7-13(f) subparagraph (1), (2), and (3).  The reason for this subdivision is so the owner can develop a multi-family residential development separate from the Montega Apartments, 5048 Old Dixie Hwy., Forest Park, Ga. 30297 on the 2.900 acre Phase II tract. I would like to give the following overview of the criteria that relates to this development:

This development is currently zoned RM-85 Multi-Family Residential which permits, single family residences, two family residences, multi-family residences (i.e. apartments, condominiums). This subdivision site does not lie within an area designated Flood Hazard Map Zone per City of Forest Park, Ga. Federal Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) Community Panel No. 130042B, Panel No H&I 09 Area Zoned A-I effective May 16, 1977. There will be no road construction associated with this project; therefore the impact to Public Works, Fire and Police Departments will be negligible. Each lot abuts public streets, Phase 1 Old Dixie Highway, Phase II Springdale Road. Sanitary sewer and potable water supply is available to these lots.  Clayton County Water Authority (CCWA) regulates the sanitary sewer and water installation and tie-in. Our Staff has reviewed the final plat data required for approval and finds the final plat meets or exceeds the required minimum criteria. It is the Staffs opinion that the final plat be approved for recording in the Office of the Clerk of Superior Court of Clayton County. Ga.”  

Ms. Martin stated that the Board would like to hear from the petitioner.   Brad Wolfe was there to represent to owner, Majestic Montega, LLC. Mr. Wolfe stated that there are no current detailed plans for development of Phase II, however, we are requesting subdivision at this time to carve out this property from our existing one. We do acknowledge that in the future when we do have specific plans for this parcel it will be subject to all codes and ordinances of such development at that time and we are willing to comply with any Boards and City Council. 
Ms. Martin asked if they had no plans to build on the parcel right now. Mr. Wolfe stated that there are no immediate plans.  Mr. Moorer stated that it seems like a comprehensive layout.  Mr. Wolfe stated that Phase I is already developed and existing. Phase II is non-existing not developed at this time. Ms. Martin asked if it would be the same owners as Phase I for Phase II. Mr. Wolfe stated that is correct. Mr. Rashmir stated unless you sell it. Mr. Wolfe stated correct unless we choose to sell it. Mr. Wolfe stated that there are no existing contracts or plans to sell it. Mr. Rashmir asked Mr. Pearson about each parcel having to be adjacent to a public street, parcel not lot. Mr. Pearson stated that was correct.  

Ms. Martin asked if there was anyone there to speak for or against the petition. There was no one there to speak for or against the petition. 
Mary Parker made a motion to approve the petition. Darnell Moorer seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.
