CALL TO ORDER:
Chairwoman Agnes Martin called the meeting of the Planning and Zoning Board to order at approximately 7:30 p.m. on Wednesday August 24th, 2005.

Also present was Steve Pearson, Director of Planning, Building and Zoning Department.  Earl Raymond, Project Coordinator of R & B Construction, Inc. 

APPROVAL OF

MINUTES:
David Rashmir made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 13th, 2005 minutes as published.  Darnell Moorer seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.

NEW BUSINESS:
Springdale Subdivision


(5) Lot Residential Subdivision


(Final Plat Review)  
Chairwoman Martin asked Steve Pearson to read the Staff Report.  Mr. Pearson stated, “The purpose of this hearing tonight is to review a final plat of the Springdale Subdivision, a five (5) lot residential subdivision located in the southwest quadrant of the City of Forest Park, Ga. in Land Lot 78 of the 13th District on Henderson Road, Forest Park, Clayton County, Ga. 30297. The applicant Earl Raymond, Development Coordinator, with R & B Construction, Inc. located at 8030 Spivey Road, Jonesboro, Ga. 30236 has submitted this petition for this subdivision under CFPCO Section 8-7-13(f) Short-Cut Method which allows a subdivider (developer) to submit an application for Final Plat approval without submitting a preliminary plat, provided;

1. each lot in the proposed subdivision abuts an existing public street;

2. the proposed subdivision will not effect any major alterations of utility installations, or other existing or proposed public facilities; and

3. the application for final plat approval meets all the applicable procedural, design and other requirements of these regulations.

The final plat for Springdale Subdivision meets requirements of CFPCO Section 8-7-13 subparagraphs (1) (2) and (3).  The proposed subdivision site is located within an R-80 Single Family Residential zoning district.  I would like to give the following overview of the R-80 development criteria data as it relates to this subdivision development. 

· Boundary and plat information was prepared by Metro Engineering and Surveying Co., Inc. 186 Selfridge Rd., Hampton, Ga. 30228.

· Total Site area: 1.35 acres / 58,586 sq. ft.

· Total Lots:  Five (5)

· R-80 Minimum lot size: 8,200 sq. ft.  These five lots range from 10,077 to 12,585 sq. ft.

· R-80 Minimum lot width:  80’. These five lots range from 80.01’ to 99.78’.

· R-80 Minimum Front yard setback:  60’ from centerline of road.  

· R-80 Minimum Rear yard setback:  30’

· R-80 Minimum Side yard setback:  10’

· R-80 Minimum Floor area:  1,400 sq. ft.

· The residential structures (houses) to be built on these five lots will be subject to complying with the Acoustical / Sound Insulation Standards (NLR) Noise Level Reduction Ordinance adopted on August 2nd, 2004. These standards require that all new residential buildings for residential occupancy within the City be constructed to have an interior (DNL) Day-Night Average sound level of 45 dB or less.

This subdivision site does not lie within an area designated Flood Hazard Zone per City of Forest Park, Ga. Federal Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) Community Panel No. 130042B, H & I 14 effective date May 16th, 1977.  There will be no new road construction associated with this project; therefore the impact to the Public Works, Fire and Police Departments will be negligible.  Each lot abuts an existing street, Henderson Road.  Sanitary sewer and potable water supply is available to these lots. Clayton County Water Authority regulates the sanitary sewer and water installation and tie-in.  Our Staff has reviewed the final plat data required for approval and finds the final plat meets or exceeds the required minimum criteria.  It is the Staffs opinion that the final plat for Springdale Subdivision, five (5) lots be approved for recording in the office of the Clerk of Superior Court of Clayton County, Georgia.”   
Chairwoman Martin asked if any of the Board members had any questions for Mr. Pearson. There being none; Chairwoman Martin stated that the Board would like to hear from the petitioner at this time.  Earl Raymond, Project Coordinator with R & B Construction stated, “I submitted this plat to Mr. Pearson and requested the Short-Cut Method.  His overview was pretty comprehensive and I will just answer any questions you may have.”  
David Rashmir asked would this be similar to the small development done on Kite Drive.  Mr. Raymond said that he was not familiar with Kite Drive, that they have several superintendents that build houses.  Mr. Pearson stated that he believes it was the one that Corey Graydon had done on the other side of the community, it was R-70 at the time which required a less lot and house size at that time but these would be R-80.  Mr. Rashmir stated that they turned out great and he was impressed how well they have been kept up, lawn, pride of ownership and the homes themselves still look really great.  It’s a remarkable use of a piece of dirt.  Darnell Moorer stated that looking at the lot there is a creek at one tip of it, at the back of Lot 1, how are you actually working that.  Mr. Raymond stated that these five lots would probably be greater than one acre and fall under the NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System) plus the existing buffers, which the City of Forest Park is 25 feet which on that lot would be greater probably 75’ to 100’ off that creek without any land disturbance.  Mr. Pearson stated with the new storm water ordinances that were adopted last year, there is a stream buffer requirement that is 50’ each side of the stream with an additional 25’; it has to be pervious area but I believe you have that.   
Chairwoman Martin asked if there were any further questions.  There were none.  Chairwoman Martin asked if there was anyone there to speak for or against the petition. There was no one. Chairwoman Martin asked for a motion.  

David Rashmir made a motion to approve the Final Plat for Springdale Subdivision for recommendation to Mayor & Council. Mary Parker seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.
