MAY 25TH, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairwoman Agnes Martin called the meeting of the Planning and Zoning Board to order at approximately 3:30 p.m. on Wednesday May 25, 2005.

NEW BUSINESS:
PINERIDGE VILLAS TOWNHOME SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT, A 5.05 ACRE PARCEL LOCATED ON CYNTHIA LANE, FOREST PARK, GEORGIA – TAX ID. 13-083A-C020


(FINAL PLAT APPROVAL)
Chairwoman Martin asked Steve Pearson to give the Staff Report.  Mr. Pearson stated, “Pineridge Villas Townhome Subdivision development, a 5.05 acre parcel located on Cynthia Lane, Forest Park, TAX ID # 13-083A-C020 is before this Board today to consider the approval of the subdivision Final Plat.   This development was before this Board on March 17th, 2004 petitioning for a rezoning from its former R-70 Single Family Residential zoning classification to RM-85 Multi-Family Residential zoning classification.  This Board unanimously voted to recommend the rezoning petition to Mayor and Council.  On April 5th, 2004 the Council voted unanimously to rezone the parcel to RM-85 Multi-Family Residential zoning classification.  The developer then proceeded to prepare civil plans for the development.  The civil construction plans have been reviewed and approved by Tim Mullen, PE Travis Pruitt & Associates, Inc. (the City’s consulting engineers) on September 27th, 2004.  Upon receiving the Army Corps of Engineers Section 404 Wetlands Permitting Certification and insuring all the storm water management BMP’s were installed a Land Disturbance Permit was issued for this development on September 29th, 2004.  The developer, Cynthia LLC has completed the construction and installation of the development civil infrastructure.”  Mr. Moorer interrupted to ask that a motion be made to approve the minutes of the February 23rd, 2005 meeting at another time due to not having a copy of the minutes included in the packages. Mary Parker seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous. Mr. Pearson continued, “The Planning, Building and Zoning Department have on file the following:

1. A letter of certification from Site Design Services, Inc. James A. Eckert, PE that the road and storm sewer and sanitary sewer have been constructed as designed and approved. 

2. A Detention Pond Certification that the detention pond is constructed according to the approved design on file with the City of Forest Park. 

3. A letter from Clayton County Water Authority (CCWA), certifying the acceptance by CCWA of the water system for maintenance and operation. 

This final plat must be approved by both the Planning and Zoning Board and Council prior to recording the Subdivision Plat in the office of the Clerk of Superior Court, Clayton County, Georgia.

It is the Staff’s opinion that Pineridge Villas Subdivision Final Plat meets the requirements and is ready for Final Plat consideration.  Upon the recording of this Final Plat with the Clerk of Superior Courts Office, then a review of the building plans for the townhomes will be accomplished.  Of course, the Noise Level Reduction (NLR) acoustical sound insulation requirements will be incorporated into these residential structures.  Upon review and approval of the architectural building plans, building permits will be issued.”
Chairwoman Martin asked the Board Members if they had any questions of Mr. Pearson or the petitioner.  There were none.  Chairwoman Martin stated that she would then entertain a motion.   
Darnell Moorer made a motion to approve the Final Plat for Pineridge Villas Townhome Subdivision.  Mary Parker seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.
